It incorporates 3 variables found in cells J3, M3 & N3.

J3 shows the estimated percentage of traditional non-voters who smoke and could be persuaded as a one-off to go out and vote for a one-issue party who will allow them to smoke in peace, in pubs and in public places.

M3 shows the estimated percentage of committed voters who smoke.

N3 shows the estimated percentage of these smoking voters who we can persuade as a one-off to vote for our party.
